LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS - 1975

The Law Enforcement Officers Survey consists of body dimensions critical to the design and sizing of protective equipment.  The survey was performed on approximately 2,060 male law enforcement officers, including 521 officers from various Sheriff’s Departments, 176 Highway Patrolmen, and 236 Prison Guards.  The anthropometric data were collected in 17 regions throughout the United States.  The data included in this report includes 21 anthropometric measurements and 2 background variables.  One variable (#22) was not included due to inconsistent measurement procedures with other HSIAC Anthropometric Data Analysis Set surveys.  Although the original data are reported in pounds and millimeters, the data in this report have been converted to kilograms and centimeters to be consistent with the other surveys in the HSIAC collection.

The documentation for this survey contains the following information: methodology, diagrams of measures, measurement descriptions with photographs, and summary statistics of the data results in both inches and millimeters.

FILE EXPLANATION

The following information provides the details needed to translate the ascii dataset (containing the survey data) into a statistical package for further analysis.  Var# refers to the order in which the variables appear in the dataset.  Code refers to the HSIAC standardized code that has been assigned to the corresponding Variable Name.  The next four columns (record, start, end, and format) provide the descriptive information for the file format.  Record refers to the line number on which the variable is located, start and end specify the column number of the variable on that line, and format refers to the variable format.
