ROYAL AUSTRALIAN AIR FORCE - 1971

The Royal Australian Air Force Survey was conducted on 462 Australian Air Force crewmen in 1971 to provide baseline anthropometric data on the RAAF aircrew.  In addition, these data were used to determine whether significant anthropometric differences existed between different categories of aircrew within the RAAF and also between the RAAF and the Royal Air Force and the United States Air Force.  Each subject has a complete set of data that includes 18 body measurements plus age and 3 background variables.  One body measurement (#8) as well as the date measured are not included in this report due to inconsistencies with other HSIAC Anthropometric Data Set surveys or lack of information.  However, these data are still included with each record in the data file and should be excluded from any analysis.

The documentation for this survey contains the following information:  Purpose of survey, methodology, measurement descriptions (but no diagrams or photos), and data results reported in centimeters.  The documentation for this survey is limited to U.S. Governments agencies only.
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FILE EXPLANATION

The following information provides the details needed to translate the ascii dataset (containing the survey data) into a statistical package for further analysis.  Var# refers to the order in which the variables appear in the dataset.  Code refers to the HSIAC standardized code that has been assigned to the corresponding Variable Name.  The next four columns (record, start, end, and format) provide the descriptive information for the file format.  Record refers to the line number on which the variable is located, start and end specify the column number of the variable on that line, and format refers to the variable format.
